1. Money Supply

The money supply roughly includes both cash and deposits that can be used almost as easily as cash.

The money supply measures the stock of money in the economy.

1.1  Ways to increase the money supply

1.Print more money
 
 usually, this is done by the Central Bank, though in some countries governments can dictate the money supply.
2. Quantitative easing 
The Central Bank can also electronically create money.

3. Increase confidence in the banking system
If banks have confidence in the financial system, then they will be more willing to lend.

4. Central Bank buying government securities or bonds
 The Central Bank pays investors holding bonds.
