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< In popular usage, the term dialect usually refers to a geographical variety of
a language.
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(Difference between Accent & Dialect)

< Technically, the term accent Is restricted to the description of aspects of pronunciation
that identify where an individual speaker is from, regionally or socially. It is different
from the term dialect, which i1s used to describe features of grammar and vocabulary as
well as aspects of pronunciation.
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
